LEARNING ABOUT YOUR COMPUTER

Your computer is made up of many parts called "hardware". Your "hardware"
runs “software” that are programs that translate the instructions vou send to vour
computer into a language +hat it can understand. If vou are not familiar with terms
like "hardware", floppy disk, and eperating system, vou Sh'li;l.l]d read this text before
going further.

The "hardware” that makes up the most basic computer svstem includes a
monitor, a kevboard, and a system unit. The system unit holds vour computer's
processor, memory. disk "drives”, pons, and video card. The central processing unit
(CPU) and memory are located on "chips" inside the sysiem unit. The CPU is the
brain of vour computer, the place where information is interpreted and processed.

You may have heard computer memory referred to as “RAM”. The ferm
"RAM" stands for Random-Access Memory. The instructions that vour computer

gets and the information it processes are kept in "RAM" during your work session,
1.e. "RAM" is not a permanent storage place for information. When vou turn off “
vour computer, information is deleted from memory. To avoid losing your work,

remember to save it on a disk, a permanent storage device, before leaving the

svstem,
