and education. But in the political sphere it fell far short of its

goel. The veto power of a few large nations forestalled decisions on

various important issuesj; two of the five great nations -- Russis

and France -~ at one time or asnother rescrted to boycotts. A third

oney, Chinz, found itself represented by men who belonged to 2 regime iﬂ
ousted from Chinez proper and hoiding no more than Formosa and a few .
smaller islands, Neither West nor Esst Germany, despite their economic
importance, became = member of the world crganization. Small countries,
such as Holland and Israel, refused to obey certain decisions of the
United Nations. Disarmament i1ssues, especially those involving atomic
Weapons, could not be agreed upon in the United Nations forum. As before,
