If the solution turns blue, the blood l:as antibodics Lo HIV
and _IJ has the virus as well. The test is more than 99% accurale, but a
positive result has to be confirmed by a more elaborate lab test. That’s also
the case with conventional I11V exams. And just as with conventional tests,
this one should be repcated after six months; the virus can be present for that
long before antibodies are detectable.
